Trailboss recommends that bolt torque’s, as listed below, are routinely and regularly inspected and checked for correct 
tension. Replace any worn or defective parts. 
We recommended to remove Tow Ball Mounts (TBM’s, tongues or lugs) when not being used for any considerable length 
of time.  
So as to avoid injury, when not towing it is suggested that the tongue, Pull Pin and R-clip are removed then stored in a 
safe, clean and dry place, away from excessive moisture.

1. Remove 3x Screws from inside of wheel arc for both LH & RH side. 

 
2. Remove 4x Scrivets from underside of Bumper bar and 2x Screws. 

 
3. Inside the Boot remove interior paneling so as to get to the rear lights. 

 
4. Remove 3x Plastic Nuts from back of rear lights inside of the boot and unplug the lights. 

 
5. Pull on Bumper Bar to release from clips, rear lights will also come with Bumper Bar.   

 
6. Remove the Impact Beam and discard, but retain the Impact Beam mounting nuts so as to use in the mounting of the 

Towbar. 
 

7. Remove 2x Bolts from the exhaust hangers for both the LH & RH side and remove handers.   
 

8. Offer Towbar to vehicle and use 4x the mounting Nuts from the Impact Beam to secure the Towbar as well as the 4x
