7. File any rough or sharp edges and spray on rust inhibitor.

9. Route the trailer patch harness (P/N0:100505-WL) under the RHS side trim and up
towards the RHS tail light assembly.

10.Disconnect the RHS tail light indicator 3-way connector.
11.Patch in the trailer patch mating connector.

12.Route the trailer patch harness from the RHS tail light assembly and towards the rear
of the luggage compartment.

13.Route the trailer patch harness along the rear of the luggage compartment towards the
LHS.

14.Route the trailer patch harness towards the LHS tail light assembly.
15.Disconnect the LHS tall light connectors.

16.Patch in the trailer patch mating connectors.

17.In the upper LHS of the luggage compartment, locate the white connector.

18.Following the table below, connect the ezy tap to the vehicle ‘RED/YELLOW'’ reverse
wire, then connect the trailer harness ‘BLACK’ reverse wire terminal to the ezy tap .

22.Ensure the tail harness grommet is seated correctly and secure in place using a cable
tie (not supplied).

23.Connect the tail harness (tail length 1200mm) 8-way connector to the trailer harness
mating 8-way connector.

24.Test the Trailer socket using a light board or multi-meter.
25.Secure all harnesses using cables ties (not supplied).

26.Re-fit all removed parts and secure all fasteners, ensuring there are no squeaks or
rattles.

27.Place instructions in glove box after fitment.
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
