3. ar bumper by removing 4 plastic scrivits and 8 Phillips headed screws from the from the underside of the 

bumper 
4. Remove rear impact beam by removing the rear mounting bolts from the underside of the sub-frame rails, 

and discard the mounting bolts and impact beam.  
5. Offer towbar up to vehicle, ensuring that the side mounts line up with the holes in the sub-frame rails, and 

fasten using the supplied M10X30 bolts, flat washers, and spring washers.     
6. Tighten all bolts to torque listing.   
7. Cut bumper relief as per Figures 2 and 3 
8. Reassemble in the reverse of Step 2.
