Tow bar Maintenance and Care.

Trailboss recommends that bolt torque’s, as listed below, are routinely and regularly inspected and checked for correct
tension. Replace any worn or defective parts.

We recommended to remove Tow Ball Mounts (TBM'’s, tongues or lugs) when not being used for any considerable length
of time.

So as to avoid injury, when not towing it is suggested that the tongue, Pull Pin and R-clip are removed then stored in a
safe, clean and dry place, away from excessive moisture.

Hitch Pull Pins and spring “R” clips are regularly checked for proper installation. Replace any worn or defective parts.

Secure Towbar to chassis rails using M12 washers, springs washers and nuts.

Torque all fasteners to specification.

Refit rear step to Towbar.

Tail Harness Length Require: 1200mm

Wiring Loom Installation Time: Approx 30 Mins
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. Underneath the rear LHS quarter of the vehicle, disconnect the LHS tail light connector.

. Connect the Trailer Patch Harness connectors (P/No: 100006-WL) in between the tail

. Connect the relays to the Trailer Patch Harness and mount onto the chassis rail. Secure

. Add green secondary lock so that the connectors cannot come out.

. Connect the Tail Harness to the Trailer Patch Harness.

10.In the engine bay, retrieve the Trailer Harness battery ring terminal wire.

11.Secure the Trailer Harness battery ring terminal onto the positive battery terminal.
12.Secure the Tail Harness socket onto the trailer socket mounting place using M4 fasteners.
13.Test the Trailer socket using a light board or multimeter.

14.Secure the all harnesses using cables ties.

15.Refit all removed parts and secure all fasteners.

16.Place instructions in glove box after fitment.

On the Tail Harness (tail length 1200mm) and mating connector, apply electrical grease or
silicon on to the back of the connectors to make them water proof.

Drill a @6mm hole into the chassis rail at a location where the Trailer Patch ground ring
terminal can reach and secure the Trailer Patch ground ring terminal with a nut and bolt
ensuring the ring terminal is grounded properly.

Route the Trailer Patch Harness battery ring terminal wire along the LHS chassis rail
following the vehicle body harness, all the way to the engine bay.

Secure with cable ties at every 200mm intervals.
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
