Tow bar Maintenance and Care.

Trailboss recommends that bolt torque’s, as listed below, are routinely and regularly inspected and checked for correct
tension. Replace any worn or defective parts.

We recommended to remove Tow Ball Mounts (TBM'’s, tongues or lugs) when not being used for any considerable length
of time.

So as to avoid injury, when not towing it is suggested that the tongue, Pull Pin and R-clip are removed then stored in a
safe, clean and dry place, away from excessive moisture.

Hitch Pull Pins and spring “R” clips are regularly checked for proper installation. Replace any worn or defective parts.

12. Remove impact beam
a. Remove four M10 nuts from each side of rear impact beam.
b. Remove muffler hanger on both side.
c. Remove and discard the rear impact beam.

13. Fitment the towbar via
a. Position towbar against rear studs and secure with 6 M10x1.25 nuts supplied.
b. Use M10x40 bolts, flat washer, tow hook plate, and M10x1.25 nuts provided to secure the tow hook mount.
c. Torque all bolts and nuts to recommended torque refer pagel.
d. Reinstall muffler hanger on both side.

1. Remove the bumper fascia by removing all of its fasteners.

2. At the rear of the vehicle luggage compartment remove the rear sunshade and the floor
carpet. Fold down the rear seats.

3. Remove the rear floor cover.
4. Remove the rear trim and then the LHS and RHS tool trays.
5. Remove the rear passengers LHS door sill trim.

6. Remove the LHS luggage compartment upper trim by removing its fasteners
(disconnect any connectors if applicable).

7. Remove the RHS luggage compartment upper trim by removing its fasteners
(disconnect any connectors if applicable).

8. Remove the LHS luggage compartment trim by removing its fasteners (disconnect any
connectors if applicable)

9. Remove the RHS luggage compartment trim by removing its fasteners (disconnect any
connectors if applicable)

10. At the rear of the vehicle, remove the rear grommet. Drill out the grommet hole to
@31mm. File down any rough or sharp edges and spray on rust inhibitor.

11.Mount the tail harness (tail length 1200mm) to the towbar mounting bracket using M4
fasteners (not supplied).

12.Route the tail harness connector into the grommet hole. Adjust the tail harness
grommet into place ensuring it is seated correctly. Secure the tail harness grommet into
place using a cable tie (not supplied).

13.In the luggage compartment, disconnect the LHS vehicle taillight assembly 2-way
connectors and patch the trailer patch harness connectors in between.

14.Secure the trailer patch harness ground ring terminal to the vehicle grounding point.

15.Gain access to the vehicle harness wires in the area below the vehicle grounding point
and secure the supplied ezy tap onto the vehicle harness BLACK/BLUE reverse wire.
Connect the trailer patch harness terminal to the supplied ezy tap.

16.Route the harness across to the RHS and connect the trailer patch harness connector
to the tail harness mating connector.

17.0n the RHS of the vehicle, disconnect the RHS taillight assembly 2-way and 4-way
connectors. Route the trailer patch harness 2-way and 4-way connectors to the RHS of
the vehicle and patch them in between.

18.Test the Trailer socket using a light board or multi-meter.

19.Secure the all harnesses using cables ties (not supplied).

21.Place instructions in glove box after fitment.
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
